raises an important point: Having a perfect finish is only part of Finish and Lettering. There is the other half, Letter-
ing. There are many different ways to apply lettering to your model; decals, dry transfers, or lettering by hand. All
have pros and cons.

Decal lettering is widely available, for nearly every prototype ever made If there isn’t a set for you, there are alphabet
sets to piece together your own lettering. Or, there is now the ability to create your own using a computer and print-
ing on blank decal paper. The drawback for decals is: there is always the extra film that must be hidden.

When it comes to scoring the lettering part of the F&L category, there is a hierarchy on which method scores the
most points. Well done hand lettering will score higher than using decals or dry transfers.

Notice in all the discussion, there hasn’t been any mention of how the point is applied; airbrushing, hand brushing, or
even a paint roller. As far as the judging is concerned, it doesn’t matter one over another. The result is what counts in
F&L. Our philosophy has been to use the same media to apply paint or stain as the prototype would have used. Die-
sel locomotives are usually sprayed, so an airbrush is appropriate. Of course, there are some special tricks to make
plastic look like wood. But for the most part with us, metal surfaces are sprayed and wood surfaces are brushed.

An unconvincing finish will detract from an otherwise perfect model. To keep this from happening to you, use these
simple steps. Practice applying paint on other pieces before you try it on that “special” model. Trim as much decal
film as you can before you apply the decals. Apply the lettering on a smooth model surface. Rough surfaces make the
decal go on harder. Use a decal setting solution to help the decals snuggle down into the model. When we apply de-
cal setting solutions it is not uncommon for us to apply it 20 times-even more for wooden models. Apply a coat of
sealer, we prefer Floquil Plat Finish. These simple rules will help you achieve a higher score and more importantly, a
better finished model. Back to modeling now, TNT
